Call Governor Quinn: January 3 - 13 
 

We are very concerned that the vital Illinois Homeless Prevention program 

will be eliminated in the Governor’s introduced budget for next year.  

State budget cutbacks have already decimated the program, leaving 

just $1.5 million available this year — $9.5 million (87%) less than was 

funded in 2008.   Last year, with $2.4 million in funding statewide, over 

9,000 families were turned away.  Imagine what would happen if no 

money was available next year!
